public comment and submissions.

e  Four weeks were provided for feedback from 13 April 2021 to 11 May 2022.

e Intotal, fifty two (52) submissions have been received. Forty one (41) submissions
were received during Phase 1 and eleven (11) submissions were received during
Phase 2.

e  Twelve (12) submitters have requested to be heard in support of their submissions.

o Having regard for all feedback received throughout each stage of the engagement
process, Council will consider adopting the Proposed 2022/2023 Annual Budget
and the Subsequent Three Years at the Council Meeting to be held on Tuesday 14
June 2022, at 6.30pm.

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BACKGROUND

The proposed budget has been prepared in accordance with Section 94 of the
Local Government Act 2020. The proposed budget gives effect to the Council Plan
and is guided by Council’s Financial Plan which considers the current financial
situation and future projections to support delivery of projects, initiatives and
programs important to the community over the next ten years.

At the Council Meeting on 12 April 2022, Council resolved to publicly display the
Proposed 2022/2023 Annual Budget and the Subsequent Three Years and invite
submissions.

A total of fifty two (52) submissions have been received.
e Forty-one (41) submissions were received during Phase 1 in November 2021
and all have been reviewed by Council.
e Eleven (11) submissions were received during Phase 2 throughout April and May
2022.

Twelve of the fifty two submitters have requested to be heard in support of their
submissions

DISCUSSION/KEY ISSUES
1. Key Issues

Submission Period

Council is no longer required to implement a formal section 223 submission process in
relation to its proposed budget. Under the Local Government Act (2020) the process is
governed by Council’s Engagement Policy, which was adopted in February 2021.

An advertisement advising of the release of the document, and inviting feedback was
published as part of phase 2 of the engagement on Wednesday 13 April. Four weeks
were provided for feedback from 13 April 2021 to 11 May 2022.

Fifty one submissions were received over the two engagement processes. Twelve of
the fifty two submitters have requested to be heard in support of their submissions.
