In Focus Festival - Emerging Young Photographer Competition

Terms and Conditions of Entry

Eligibility
All submissions to the 2026 Maribyrnong Emerging Young Photographer Competition must adhere to following conditions to be eligible:
· Created by young people aged 12-25 years old with a connection to the West 
· Must be original work by the artist. Any entries considered to be works of plagiarism will not be accepted 
· Must not be generated by Artificial Intelligence (AI)
· Must not depict violence, discrimination, sexually explicit or otherwise be deemed inappropriate. 

All applicants must agree to the conditions of entry as set out below:

Conditions of Entry
1.    SUBMISSION
All submissions for the 2026 Maribyrnong Emerging Young Photographer Competition must complete the online entry form and include:
· Contact details and connection to the West
· Short biography about yourself (max. 200 words) 
· Short statement on your images and the story you are telling (max. 300 words)
· Images of your photographs (5 low-res images of the photos at 1MB each)
· All submissions must be received by 11.59pm on Friday 27 February to be considered


2.    SELECTION
· All eligible entry forms and photos will be reviewed by a selection panel with representatives from Maribyrnong Youth, Arts and Culture, and Amplify Committee
· The decision of the selection panel is final
· The winning entry will be selected and photographer notified by Monday 9 March


· Selection criteria includes: 
· Artist’s connection to the West
· Presentation - High-quality images able to be printed on a large scale 
· Originality and creativity - Strong artistic merit suitable for the public 
· Relevance with Council’s Public Art Strategy 2019-2029


3. USE AND RIGHTS OF ARTWORK
· By submitting an entry, all entrants grant Maribyrnong City Council an irrevocable licence (without further payment) to reproduce images for promotional purposes.  The Commissioner will acknowledge the artist, by the caption provided by the artist, as the author of the work.

· If an entry contains another individual’s personal information (including their image) or another person’s work, it is the entrant’s responsibility to seek consent from those individuals.  Entries may be disqualified if it is discovered that an individual has not consented to their person information or work being included.


4. PRIVACY STATEMENT 

The personal information collected by Council is used for municipal purposes as specified in the Local Government Act 1989. The personal information requested on this form is being collected by Council for reference and identification, mailing purposes, or related purposes. Council may disclose this information to other organisations if required by legislation. The applicant understands that the personal information provided is for the above purpose and that he/she may apply to Council for access to and/or amendment of the information.
